SWEEPER ETIQUETTE ¢ Once again, please stand to the far side of the sheet or in the penalty box when your opponent is delivering &
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CLEANING THE STONE ¢ When cleaning a stone prior to delivery, please tip the stone on its side. Do not pick the rock up off the ice.

This could damage the ice or the handle.

CLEANING YOUR BROOM ¢ When cleaning your broom, please do so off the ice surface. You should use one of our broom brushes
located in the penalty box. Clean the broom over the garbage can. We want to avoid brushing the debris on the ice.
